Special Meeting of the Board of Trustees

Reclamation District No. 537
February 14, 2019

Pursuant to notice posted as required by law, a special meeting of the Board of Trustees of Reclamation District No. 537 was held on Thursday, February 14, 2019, beginning at 1:00 p.m. at the District offices, 1420 Merkley Avenue, Suite 4, West Sacramento, CA 95691.




Meeting attended by President Pigman, Trustee Kent Lang, Attorney David Aladjem, Manager Kyle Lang, and Bookkeeper Laura Goodwin.  Trustee Tom Ramos joined the meeting at 1:15 p.m., and Auditor Mary Ann Cropper phoned in for her presentation. 
1.
Approval of Agenda.  President Pigman made the motion to approve the agenda.  Trustee Lang seconded the motion and it carried a 2-0 vote to approve the agenda.



2.
Public Comment.  There were no public comments.

3.
Audit Presentation by Mary Ann Cropper.  Auditor Cropper presented to the Board that there is a clean audit opinion for the year 2018/2017.  President Pigman asked for a motion, Trustee Lang made the motion.  Trustee Ramos seconded and the motion carried a 3-0 vote to approve the draft audit.
4.
Approval of Meeting Minutes.  Presented to the Board were the minutes from February 1, July 5, September 14, October 1, October 5, and December 10, 2018.  President Pigman asked for a motion, Trustee Ramos made the motion.  Trustee Lang seconded and the motion carried a 3-0 vote to approve the Minutes.

District Finances.  Presented to the Board were the Check Register and Yolo County Claims from April 2018 through December 2018.  The Bank Reconciliations from April 2018, and from June through December 2018.  Wire Transfers dated July 24, October 5, November 5, 2018, and January 14, 2019.  The Board ratified all District Finances presented.
6.
Execution of Yolo County Trustee Documents.  The Board reviewed and signed the Special District Authorization form.  

7.
Review and sign the California Form 700.  The Board members reviewed and signed their Statement of Economic Interest forms.
8.
Review Exemption - Riverby Pipe Replacement Project.  After a brief discussion, the Board directed Manager Kyle Lang to sign the Notice of Exemption regarding the replacement of pipes (8-inch and 8 ½ inch)along the right (west) bank of the Sacramento River upstream from the Sacramento Bypass in Meridian, CA.

Consideration of Resolution 2019-02-01.  After a brief discussion, the Board determined that Reclamation District 1600 (RD 1600) Board of Directors would need to approve the purchase of the Pump Station/Platform and then give the approval to our Board for review and approval.  Trustee Lang will follow-up with the RD 1600 Board
10.
Manager Report.  Manger Kyle Lang informed the Board that the pumps are all in working order noting that one of Reclamation District No. 811 pumps needs repair due to metal disintegration.  

In regards to the Floor Project, Manger Lang reported that he has met with the City and plans to submit applications for the deferred maintenance.


Manager Lang plans to meet with Rick and Tina at MBK Engineers to inquire about funding for the slurry wall repair at County Road 97 where there is liquefaction near the railroad tracks.  
11.
Update on LAFCo Negotiations.  Attorney Aladjem reported that an alternative application is filed and it calls for a consolidation of RD 900 with RD 537’s property within the City limits to include MA4.  The City has until the end of this month to file a counter proposal.  

12.
Funding for Website.  Manager Lang reported a grant is available for funding the development/hosting of a website.  After a brief discussion, President Pigman asked for a motion.  Trustee Lang made the motion.  Trustee Ramos seconded and the motion to apply for the grant carried a 3-0 vote.
13.
Informational Items.  Trustee Lang informed the Board that there was a concrete slip and water is seeping below the slop at Bander Ranch.  The repair is forthcoming.  

President Pigman affirmed with the Board that regular meetings shall take place on the 2nd Tuesday of each month.

President Pigman inquired with Attorney Aladjem if he would facilitate ethics training.  A brief discussion occurred before President Pigman asked for a motion to approve training on April 9, 2019 from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.  Trustee Ramos made the motion to include inviting RD’s 827 and 900.  Trustee Lang seconded.  The motion carried a 3-0 vote.

Manager Kyle Lang informed the Board of a request from Pacific Gas & Electric (PG&E) for a signature an encroachment permit for the transmission gas lines in the Sacramento River located approximately 0.2 miles upstream from the I-80 Sacramento River Bridge.  After a brief discussion with Attorney Aladjem, the Board determined that it would be in the best interest of the District too not sign the form.  Manager Kyle Lang will follow-up with PG&E.

Adjourn.  Being no further items for discussion, President Pigman ask for a motion.  Trustee Ramos moved to adjourn the meeting and Trustee Lang seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned until April 9, 2019.
