Meeting of the Board of Trustees

Reclamation District No. 537
June 19, 2019

Pursuant to notice posted as required by law, a special meeting of the Board of Trustees of Reclamation District No. 537 was held on Wednesday, June 19, 2019, beginning at 8:30 a.m. at the District offices, 1420 Merkley Avenue, Suite 4, West Sacramento, CA 95691.



1.
Meeting attended by President Kristen Pigman who arrived during item number 6, Trustees Kent Lang and Tom Ramos, Manager Kyle Lang, Engineer Todd Tommeraason, Attorney David Aladjem, RD900 Secretary/Manager Kenric Jameson, and RD900 Assistant Manager Tim Mallen.
2.
Approval of Agenda.  Trustee Lang made the motion to approve the agenda.  Trustee Ramos seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.



3.
Approval of minutes of the Board meeting of April 4, 2019  Trustee Lang made the motion to approve the minutes.  Trustee Ramos seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.

4.
District Finances  Presented to the Board were the Check Register and Yolo County Claims from February 2019 through May 2019.  The Bank Reconciliations from February 2019 through May 2019.  Wire Transfers dated March 7 and April 2, 2019.  The Board ratified all District Finances presented.

5.
Public Comment.  There were no public comments.

6.
Audit 2017/2018 Mary Ann Cropper  Trustee Ramos stated this was approved with minor revisions at the previous Board meeting and no further action was required.
7&8.
Consideration of Resolutions 2019-06-01 thru 2019-06-03 authorizing the proposed 2019-2020 Budget, assessment rate and request for collection of charges on the Yolo County tax roll respectively.  Trustee Ramos presented the 2018-2019 budget revision as well as the 2019-2020 proposed budget.  Added a new category of equipment expense to cover mower/tractor purchase that is being reimbursed through FMAP funding from DWR.  A chipper may also be purchased, when Emerald Site Services trims trees they rent one and pass the expense along, moving forward this could reduce annual costs significantly.  A category was added for permits to cover expenses that will be incurred during the Lower Elkhorn consolidation, which also resulted in a large increase in professional fees to be expected.  MBK will work to develop a deferred maintenance project plan to prioritize work that needs to be completed and create packages that could be bid on. SAFCA intends to pay for the costs associated with developing a SWIFF but FMAP funding will also pay for $20k of those costs. So $20k of funding provided by SAFCA could be used for O&M instead.  There being no further discussion needed on the budget, Trustee Lang made the motion to approve resolution 2019-06-01 authorizing the proposed 2019-2020 budget amounts.  President Pigman seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.

Seeing as there were no changes made to the assessment rate Trustee Lang made the motion to approve resolution 2019-06-02 adopting the assessment rate for fiscal year 2019-2020. President Pigman seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.
Trustee Lang made the motion to approve resolution 2019-06-03 requesting collection of charges on the Yolo County tax roll for the fiscal year 2019-2020 assessment. President Pigman seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.

9.
Certification of Assessment.  Trustee Lang made the motion to certify the assessment.  President Pigman seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.
10.
Consideration of Resolution 2019-06-04, By-Law revision to expand Board of Trustees to 5 members.  President Pigman opened the hearing for expansion of the Board to 5 members.  No comments were made and President Pigman closed the hearing. Both Trustee Lang and Trustee Ramos are up for election, four seats total will be up for election. It is the preference that the two additional Board members being added be land owners from RDs 785 and 827 so that these areas will be represented after the Lower Elkhorn consolidation is completed.  A landowner in RD 537 designating a non-land owner as a legal representative could accomplish this.  Trustee Ramos made the motion to approve resolution 2019-06-04 to expand the Board to five members.  Trustee Lang seconded the motion and it carried a 3-0 vote to approve the agenda.
11.
LAFCo Update, Lower Elkhorn Consolidation, and West Sacramento Basin Application.  Trustee Ramos explained that LAFCo approved the resolution for the Lower Elkhorn consolidation in May and there is now a protest period that will end on June 27th, at which point the resolution will be effective.  The consolidation is subject to conditions including the requirement of successfully passing a 218 election.  The hearing for the West Sacramento Basin consolidation with RD 900 is scheduled for July 25th, there are two options being considered.  Option one is City takeover of a consolidated district and option two is consolidation with RD 900 and hand over all internal drainage to West Sacramento. LAFCo can impose conditions on either of these options if passed.  One item of discussion is the splitting of RD 537s assessment.  The assessment can be adjusted up to 72 cents and the portion that is being proposed to go with the City for internal drainage is 16.5 cents.  It is possible down the road the various benefit areas are all funded by WSAFCA only with the second proposal.
